Currently Lille Rode performs solo, playing and singing live 
to her self penned and produced tracks. Performing her 

electronic pop with either a full band sound, which packs a 
punch or with a more stripped back production suited to 

smaller more acoustic style venues. 


Upon her return from living and working in Los Angeles 
Mountford’s song Meteorite released as The Annilee Ford Band, 
was chosen by Glastonbury judge Muldoon and included in his 
“21 songs from Glastonbury Emerging Talent Competition that 

you have to hear 2015” playlist.
